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Thonga Beach Lodge – iSimangaliso Wetland Park, Maputaland

GENERAL INFORMATION
Set on the pristine shores of the Maputaland coast, this luxury lodge is the ideal place to discover one of 
the last unspoilt and undeveloped wilderness beaches left on the African continent.  Mabibi is a magical 
place of tranquil swimming bays and snorkelling reefs, coastal forests, grasslands, bush, shimmering lakes 
and exquisite sandy beaches.  Its crystal clear, warm waters offer superb snorkelling and fantastic 
offshore scuba diving.

LOCATION
Set in the secluded Mabibi bay, on the Elephant Coast (Northern KwaZulu-Natal), Thonga Beach Lodge is 
in the heart of the iSimangaliso Wetland Park, an internationally recognized World Heritage Site.  There 
are no other developments within a 50km section of pristine beach.  It is located 25 km North of 
Sodwana Bay and is the first private concession to have been granted by the iSimangaliso Wetland Park

ACTIVITIES
Thonga Beach Lodge is situated in a World Heritage Site and offers many guided activities.  The following 
non-motorised activities are included in the rate - kayaking on Lake Sibaya, sundowners at Lake Sibaya, 
snorkelling, seasonal turtle walks, cultural tours and forest walks.

 Turtle Tracking:
In summer we offer nocturnal walks and drives along the beach in search of pre-historic turtles 
laying their eggs.  Guests can witness the culmination of an incredible journey as giant 
Leatherback and Loggerhead turtles come ashore to lay their eggs in carefully prepared nests.  
Turtle tracking is offered in the evening from 01 November to end-January for the laying season 
and all through February for the hatchlings.  Every precaution is taken to ensure these 
magnificent creatures are not disturbed during the laying process.  There is no limit on the 
number of guests that can participate in Turtle Walks, but the Turtle Drives are limited to a 
maximum of 10 guests per night.

 Snorkelling:
Mabibi is regarded as one of the best snorkelling sites in South Africa (voted in the April 2004 
edition of Getaway as “South Africa’s best snorkelling beach”).  The coral reefs along this 
protected stretch of coastline are home to several species of tropical fish including Blue 
Surgeons, Moorish Idols and Parrotfish.  The best snorkelling is in the bay 300metres south of the 
lodge.  Snorkelling is tide dependent and is best 2hrs before and after low tide.  Guests can also 
experience the thrill of snorkelling in the open ocean, above further out shallow reefs.  See Open 
Ocean Experience below.  Age restrictions do not apply, however our fin sizes start at 36/37 and 
you must be a competent swimmer.

 Scuba Diving:
This is an adventure activity which launches from right in front of our lodge.  Scuba diving at 
Mabibi is phenomenal and reefs are located just a short distance from the lodge.  Shoals of 
game fish, sharks and schools of bottlenose dolphins are often seen.  Our professional lodge 
diving team accommodate all enthusiasts, from the beginner to the veteran.  Considered to be 
the premier dive site in South Africa, Mabibi is the perfect place for beginner divers.  The shallow 
reefs, some at only 8m, are a gentle introduction to this sport.  For the more advanced diver, the 
deeper reefs (up to 120m) provide an aquatic thrill of a lifetime. 1,250 fish species (Great Barrier 
Reef has 1,500) can be found on the reefs in this area.  Dives are from a semi-rigid dive boat 
which accommodates a maximum of 8 divers at a time.  The boat launches straight off the 
beach through the surf.  This can be very exciting and a reasonable level of fitness is required.  
Unfortunately no children under 12 years.  Guests must have proof of their diving qualifications.  
Adults over 65 years of age will need a medical practitioner’s letter stating a competent level of 
fitness.  Diving is limited by weather and the tides and cannot be guaranteed.

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ACTIVITIES (Cont.)
 Open Ocean Experience:

This adventure activity offers guests rare opportunities to experience the variety of marine life that 
live along the Elephant Coast.  An exciting launch through the surf in front of the lodge takes you 
beyond the breakers to a world of dolphins, whales, whale sharks and snorkelling.  The warm 
Indian Ocean supports a myriad of fish and marine life.  Guests may encounter dolphins, whale 
sharks, manta rays and giant turtles.  Maximum 10 guests.  No experience is required for this 
activity, but the launch through the surf can be strenuous.  No children under 12 years.  Adults 
over 65 years of age will need a medical practitioner’s letter stating a competent level of fitness.  
This activity is limited by weather and the tides and cannot be guaranteed.  

 Lake Sibaya (Sundowners and Kayaking)
The lake is 6km from the lodge, a 25-minute drive.

o Sundowners are offered on the shores of Southern Africa’s largest fresh water lake – Lake 
Sibaya (70 square km).  The Ramsar Convention assures its international conservation 
status.  The lake has 125km of untouched shoreline, good bird watching and a great 
diversity of fauna and flora. 

o Guests can also explore parts of the lake by guided kayak with the chance of seeing 
hippo and crocodile en route.  A reasonable level of fitness is required as well as 
competent swimming and no children under 12 yrs old will be allowed.

 Bird Watching:
Birding at Thonga is excellent and the diversity of flora attracts a wide variety of species.  Typical 
coastal species include Livingstone’s and Purple Crested Touraco, Green Twinspot, Grey Waxbill 
and Green Coucal.  Waders are common along the shoreline, and Pink-Throated Longclaw and 
Rufousbellied Heron frequent the marshy areas.  The Palmnut Vulture is also regularly seen.

 Fishing:
The Maputaland coastline is renowned as one of South Africa’s most popular fishing destinations.  
Guests can try their hand at surf fishing or fly-fishing.  Hully Point at Mabibi is a well-known fly-
fishing spot.  The enthusiastic angler can experience the thrill of bagging the catch of a lifetime 
from these brilliant waters, which are home to some 1,200 species of fish.  Thonga Beach Lodge 
encourages guests to “catch and release”.  We have a fly rod and reel only.  For rock and surf 
fishing you will need to bring your own equipment, plus bait.  Permits can be organized by the 
lodge, however the guest must physically accompany us to the nearby Parks Board with proof of 
ID (25minute drive).  Deep sea fishing can be arranged ahead of time and we will transport you 
to Sodwana Bay (about an hour and 15mins away).

 Guided Walks:
Guests can head out on foot and explore this natural wonderland through coastal forests, 
unspoiled sandy beaches and grasslands.  The untouched beauty of Maputaland will enthral 
naturalists and photographers alike.    There are over 296 bird species in the area, 2,200 flowering 
plants, 282 butterfly and 228 spider species.  The forest is home to localized arboreal mammals 
such as the Tonga red squirrel, the thick tailed bushbaby, the rare samango monkey and Setaros 
dwarf chameleon.  The walks normally take about 1-1,5 hours.  Longer walks can be arranged.

 Tsonga Cultural Experience:
Visit a local homestead, school and clinic and experience how the peaceful Tsonga people go 
about their rural lifestyles. 

 Scenic Flights:
Soar about this magnificent coastline and see dolphins, whales, whalesharks, mantra rays and 
turtles etc. from the air, as well as stunning scenery.  

 Zulu Dancing/Singing:
Our local Mabibi school has put together a small team of singers and dancers and they will come 
to Thonga Beach Lodge by arrangement to perform for us.  Donations are usually appreciated.

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Directions to Thonga Beach Lodge
ROAD ACCESS
Recommended route from Johannesburg (8hrs).  Head to Piet Retief on the N2, pass through Pongola 
and proceed south towards Hluhluwe (approximately 113km from Pongola).  Turn left into the town of 
Hluhluwe (approx. 4kms) and follow the instructions below "Recommended route from Durban".  

Recommended route from Durban (5hrs): Proceed on the N2 North to Hluhluwe.  Turn off the N2 4kms 
towards Hluhluwe, proceeding through the town until you reach the last traffic circle (there will be 4 in 
total).  Turn left towards Mbazwana/Sodwana Bay and proceed for 0.7 km and turn right again towards 
Sodwana Bay/Mbazwana.  Shortly after turning right you will cross over a railway line.  Proceed for 87 km 
bypassing Mbazwana on your right.  Proceed straight through the circles following the signs to “Coastal 
Forest Reserve”.   Proceed for 33 km after Mbazwana (passing the Mseleni turn-off) turning right onto a 
dirt road marked as “Coastal Forest Reserve”.  You will see a large government sign indicating directions 
to Mabibi, Rocktail Bay etc.  It is 4.7km along this road to the Coastal Cashew Factory on your right hand 
side, where you will be collected.  This is sign marked with a brown and white sign.  

Upon reaching the Coastal Cashew Factory, two-wheel drive vehicles will park and guests will be 
transferred to the lodge in a Thonga Beach Lodge vehicle (approximately 1 hour). The parking is secured 
and the entrance guarded.

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KOSI FOREST LODGE, iSimangaliso Wetland Park, Maputaland, Northern KZN

Situated in the iSimangaliso Wetland Park, this 16-bed wilderness lodge offers guests the unique opportunity of 
exploring a pristine wetland environment in guided canoes and vehicles.

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ACTIVITIES
Guests at Kosi Forest Lodge are encouraged to explore the diversity of Maputaland 
by taking part in any of the following activities: Please note that all activities are weather dependant 
and may change according to the needs of other guests staying at the lodge.

 Guided canoeing
The highlight of many guests stay at Kosi Forest Lodge is the canoe trip on the Kosi Lakes.  Guests get 
the opportunity to canoe along the Sihadla channel and admire the magnificent Raffia Palms.  The 
bird life while canoeing is very rewarding.  Canoeing is always accompanied by a guide and is 
included in stays of one night.  No experience is required.  Unfortunately no children under 12.

 Boat trips
The Kosi Lake system is a series of interconnected lakes which stretch over some 18km. The best way 
to see the system is by boat.  Full day boat trips through various sized lakes and channels, include a 
walk through the famous Kosi Bay fish traps – a must whilst staying at Kosi Forest Lodge, as well as a 
picnic lunch and a swim in the sea at Bhanga Nek. This is included if you stay two nights or more.

 Kosi Mouth Visit
This trip is a full day activity and takes just over an hour to drive to the beautiful Kosi Bay Mouth.  See 
how the sea and lakes interconnect in a wonderful swirl of colour, sand and water.  There’s great 
snorkelling with plenty of fish to view all year round.  The water is warm and almost always crystal 
clear.

It would be appreciated if young children were not allowed in 
the dining area after 7pm.

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WEATHER
Winter months: May to September. Temperatures range from 4°C to 20°C. Although 
the days are usually warm and sunny, the evenings and early mornings are cold.

Summer months: October to April. Temperatures range from 19°C to 38°C. This is a summer rainfall area. 
The days are usually hot and humid with occasional afternoon and evening thunderstorms.

WHAT TO BRING
Please bring sun block and sunhat for game drives and walks as well as windbreaker and light walking shoes.  
Keen birders should bring a birding book and binoculars.  We have a small Library with a collection of literature 
on Battlefields, Nature and Zulu culture for growing enthusiasts.

ACTIVITIES 
 Battlefield tours (Local historians used)

The tour includes a description of the context of the Anglo-Zulu War and events leading up to the 
outbreak of hostilities in January 1879. The battlefield tour starts at approximately 8h30 when guests 
are collected by their guide and head for Isandlwana. This battle was considered the greatest defeat 
in British colonial history and as the dramatic events of the day unfold, guests begin to envisage the 
tragedy and the bravery of this extraordinary battle that took place during a solar eclipse. 

At approximately 12h00 guests travel to Rorke's Drift to enjoy a picnic lunch.  The events of Rorke's Drift 
(the battle proceeded from Isandlwana to Rorke's Drift later in the same day) are described, as well 
as a short tour of the museum.  Eleven Victoria Crosses were awarded at Rorke’s Drift for bravery, this 
being the largest amount awarded to any single regiment in British history. 

Other battlefields and sites of historical interest in the area, such as Fugitives Drift; the site of the death 
of the French Prince Imperial and Blood River can be visited by prior arrangement. 

Tours usually last a day, but are tailor-made to suit your particular interests and can also be arranged 
as a half day activity.  This activity needs to be pre-booked.  .../cont
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ACTIVITIES (Cont.)
 Zulu Boma Dinner 

(Provided for any guests staying 2 or more nights.  If staying only one night, must be requested)

At iSiBiNDi Zulu Lodge you are offered the opportunity of learning about the Zulu culture which still 
retains many of its traditional aspects.  A Zulu Experience, as we call it, usually starts just as the sun 
starts to set, shedding golden light over the koppies (hills).  Guests are lead down a winding, narrow 
path through dense bush to a clearing.  As you emerge into the clearing, you come upon a 
traditional Zulu umuzi (family homestead).  Here, you smell the smoke from the cooking fire and hear 
the cattle lowing, the beating of drums and the singing of the dancers.  Before sun set, you are given 
an energetic and powerful performance of Zulu dancing and singing, the fading light adding to the 
magic of this unforgettable experience. A tour of a traditional home is also given to explain more 
about the Zulu ways.

A Zulu meal follows comprising traditional cuisine such as phutu (stiff maize meal porridge), isijingi
(sweet pumpkin mash), umngqush (samp and beans with butter) and inyama (meat and potato 
stew) and is served in the Kraal of the Umuzi, under the night sky(weather depending). A 
knowledgeable guide is present throughout the experience to answer any questions and to share the 
Zulu traditions and customs with you.                       

 Zulu Homestead Visit
This is a full day trip departing after breakfast.  We head off to Elandskraal Store first, which is a traditional 
Zulu trading store where you can buy pots, curios and mingle with the locals.   From there we go to a 
farmhouse to meet a lovely family involved in subsistence farming, who will show you around and explain 
how they farm.  This is followed by a visit to a local village halfway between Rorke’s Drift and Isandlwana.  
Our lead Zulu dancer at the Lodge – Senzo, will escort and explain the everyday life of the people living 
here as well as hopefully seeing the resident Sangoma (witchdoctor).  If she’s home, she will invite us into her 
house and explain her beliefs and practices and also show her special muti (magic potions).  After this tour 
we drive to the nearby Museum for a picnic lunch and also have the opportunity to buy from the craft shop 
there.  We usually return to the lodge around 3-3:30pm.

 Panorama & Cultural Tour
These tours are only available through one guide in this area; He is a qualified historian with a special 
interest in the Zulu culture and his trips entail a day of unknowns in the surrounding rural areas.  Your 
trip could consist of a varied list of things including: 

 Mangeni Falls (known by the locals as Istwabeni) and watch the water cascade some 160 metres 
below.  This place is still used as a Zulu sacrificial site.  On the way, view giant gorges and other 
scenic spots.  

 Walk around a traditional smelting site where the Zulus would melt iron clay to make their spears 
and then see how to sharpen these spears at special rock sites.

 Bushman Rock Art (some of which only the locals know about) deep in true Zulu-land where you will 
walk on paths that were very possibly the same ones used to reach these spots centuries ago.  
These are not always guaranteed as an easy journey.  Up hills and across rivers in some instances, to 
finally reach the caves and crevices where wonderful examples of primitive art present themselves.  
These sites have not been visited by many so it’s a chance to glimpse a piece of real history.  Some 
of the paintings are in fact blue – a fact that any expert will tell you is impossible.  However some 
archaeologists who’ve come to inspect these enigmas have verified that they are still true bushman 
paintings.   

 Visits to local Zulus in their homes and catch a glimpse of ladies creating their beaded jewellery.

Your guide is ‘A Relic Hunter’ looking for antique spears and traditional bead work from the locals. 
Often these are available for your purchase should you be looking for such items.  These trips also 
serve as transport of relief items such as clothes and shoes to these local communities.

This is a must for anyone who is looking for a True African experience, however it is essential that you 
book well in advance. (Min 2 pax)

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ACTIVITIES (Cont.)

 Game Drives/Walks
Guided game drives and walks are available on request and subject to availability.  All drives are in open 
game viewing vehicles to enable 360 degree viewing.  The game farm can also be explored on foot as we 
have no dangerous predators, making it safe to walk.  Do bear in mind that there are snakes in the bush, so 
always keep your eyes open!  We encourage you to walk as much as you like.  

We have 18 species of hoofed mammals on the reserve,  including Giraffe, Burchell’s Zebra, Black 
Wildebeest (White-tailed Gnu), Blue Wildebeest (Common Gnu), Red Hartebeest, Nyala, Bushbuck, 
Blesbok, Waterbuck, Common and Mountain Reedbuck, Impala, Kudu, Grey Duiker, Steenbok and 
Warthog.  There is also a diverse array of carnivores including the elusive Leopard and smaller species such 
as Black-backed Jackal, 3 Mongoose species, Caracal (Lynx), 2 otter species and the Honey Badger 
(Ratel).  The birdlife here is abundant and extremely rewarding for keen birders.  Even novice birders will 
have a fabulous time spotting!  Our species list currently stands at 234.

 Fishing
The Buffalo River forms the eastern boundary of the reserve and provides some excellent fishing 
opportunities.  Barbel and Yellowfish (Scaly) are both to be found in the river.  Guests must bring all their own 
fishing equipment, including bait.  Transport to the river is on foot (about a 5km walk) or by 4 x 4 vehicle.  

 Special
If travelling with children, a trip to the low flowing Isibindi River can be arranged for a bit of a swim and 
perhaps some tube riding down this gentle flowing River. (Parents supervision required and at own risk)

Picnics can also be arranged for guests wishing to picnic on the reserve.

Bush breakfasts can also be provided with prior arrangement; this will consist of a game drive with a break 
somewhere in the bush to enjoy a breakfast cooked to order.

Rorke’s Drift Craft Centre: Wonderful Weaving and pottery made by local artists. (Rorke’s Drift)

Traditional Zulu curio shop: A local man who prides himself in his Shield and traditional attire as well as 
wood carvings and wooden Weaponry. (Fugitives Road)

Directions to iSibindi Zulu Lodge

Road access - From Johannesburg (approximately 5 – 5 1/2 hours)

Take the N3 highway out of Johannesburg to Durban.  Pass Heidelberg and take the second off ramp 
to Villiers, this is just before the tollgate (marked R26/R103).  Turn left and then right onto the R103.  Stay 
on this road, then take the turn off to Vrede R34. Just before Vrede you turn right at a junction which will 
keep you on the R34.  Continue straight on this road bypassing the turnoff to the residential part of 
Vrede.  This will take you past Memel and towards Newcastle.  Go past Newcastle and follow the signs 
to Ladysmith/Dundee (N11).  After approximately 20kms, turn left towards Dannhauser on the R621.  At 
the crossroads, Dannhauser Bridge is on your right and a Shell service station is directly in front of you.  
Turn left to Dundee, still following the R621.  At the next T-junction, turn left again (R68) to Dundee.

Pass through Dundee, entering the town Karel Landman Street, then turn left at the traffic circle
(round-a-bout) into Victoria Street.  At the second robot (traffic light), turn right where the road forks.  
Take the left fork (there is a BP station on your left).  This is the R33 to Greytown.  Travel approximately 
45km on this tarred road.  You will pass 2 x Rorke’s Drift signs along the way – ignore them!  When you 
see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve sign and the Elandskraal sign on your left, turn left onto the dirt road.    
Continue on this dirt road for approximately 14km.  Pass a stone church and cemetery on your left, 
and turn left to Rorke’s Drift.  If you pass a Zulu trading store on your right, you have GONE TOO FAR!

After approximately 6km you will see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve sign on your left – a few metres further 
you will see a large black gate indicating the entrance on the right.  Press the buzzer and Reception 
will open the automatic gate for you.  Follow the dirt track all the way to the top of the “koppie” or hill, 
where you will see the parking area on your left.  

From Durban (approximately 4 1/2 – 5 1/2 hours, depending on route)

Take the N3 out of Durban to Pietermaritzburg/Harrismith.  Once in the Pietermaritzburg area, go past 
the Durban off-ramp and take the Church Street/Greytown R33 off ramp.  Head towards Greytown, 
following the R33 past Albert Falls Dam, through New Hanover and Seven Oaks.  Pass straight through 
Greytown and head towards Dundee, following the R33.  You will pass through Keate’s Drift, Tugela 
Ferry and Pomeroy. We suggest you do this trip by daylight as the route is poorly lit, the road is steep 
and winding and there may be stray animals on the road.

Approximately 11kms after Pomeroy when you see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve and the Elandskraal sign 
on your left, turn right onto the dirt road.  Continue along this road for approximately 14kms.  Once 
you have passed a stone church and cemetery on your left, turn left to Rorke’s Drift.  If you pass a Zulu 
trading store on your right, you have GONE TOO FAR!

After approximately 6km you will see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve sign on your left – a few metres further 
you will see a large black gate indicating the entrance on the right.  Press the buzzer and Reception 
will open the automatic gate for you.  Follow the dirt track all the way to the top of the “koppie” or hill, 
where you will see the parking area on your left.  

Alternatively, from Durban take the N3 to Ladysmith.  See above directions from Johannesburg, 
however read from line 4 (but turn right, not left off the N11 towards Dannhauser/Dundee) and 
continue as per directions.

From Northern KZN - Option 1

Proceed towards Richards Bay on the N2.  Take the Empangeni turnoff and when you reach a set of
robots (traffic lights), turn right and pass through the town, going straight all the way through past 
several traffic lights.  On leaving Empangeni, you will be heading towards Nkwaleni.  Travel for
approximately 47kms where you’ll reach a T-intersection which indicates the towns of Nkwaleni and 
Eshowe to your left and Melmoth to your right.  Turn right and travel for approximately 27km on the R66 
to Melmoth.  Drive straight through the town and after 2-3kms turn left for Babanago.          …/cont.
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Continue for approximately 27kms, when you will suddenly see a faint sign 
on the lefthand side of the road, indicating a righthand turn towards Babanago. 
This is easy to miss, so keep an eye out.  Turn right and continue for another 33kms to the town of 
Babanago.  This part of the road experiences low level cloud and mist so take care!  

Once you arrive in Babanago you will come to a four way stop.  Turn left towards Nqutu.  After 
approximately 42kms you will see a sign indicating Isandlwana Battlefields.  Turn left onto the dirt road 
and proceed for approximately 16kms.  You will pass Isandlwana Lodge on your right, but keep 
proceeding now towards Rorke’s Drift.    Take a left at the Rorke’s Drift sign (D30) and travel for another 
9kms. You will cross the Buffalo River.  Shortly after at the T-junction turn left towards Rorke’s Drift again.  
Pass the Museum and battlefield sites and continue through the town for another 10kms.  You will see 
several iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve signs showing you where to go.  Pass Fugitive’s Drift.    

ISiBiNDi Lodge will be on your left hand side a few kilometres later.  You will see a large black gate 
indicating the entrance on the right.  Press the buzzer and Reception will open the automatic gate for 
you.  Follow the dirt track all the way to the top of the “koppie” or hill, where you will see a parking 
area on your left.   

Option 2
From Pongola head south on the R66 towards Vryheid.  After approximately 23kms, turn right onto the 
R69 to Vryheid.  Travel for 106kms.  Bypass the town of Vryheid and head for Dundee on the R34 which 
after 25kms turns into the R33.  Travel for a further 41kms until you reach Dundee.  From Dundee follow 
directions as per from Johannesburg above.  

From Mpumalanga/Kruger Park

From the Kruger Park, head towards Hazyview, taking the R40 or R538 towards White River, then 
Nelspruit. Take the N4 towards Machadodorp.  Turn off to Carolina on the R36.  At Carolina take the 
R33 east towards Swaziland.  After approximately 37km it will join with the N17 at the village of 
Warburton.  Leave the N17 and continue with the R33 southwards.  Pass through Amsterdam and 
continue until the R33 joins with the N2 South and passes through Piet Retief.  Then leaving the N2 
again, continue with the R33 southwards through Paulpietersburg/Vryheid and on towards Dundee.  

Once in Dundee, the R33 becomes Victoria Street.  At the second set of robots (traffic lights) on 
Victoria (the intersection with Wilson Street), there is a BP service station across the corner.  Turn left 
into Wilson Street and continue out of town.  The road once again becomes the R33.  Head towards 
Greytown for approximately 45kms, passing the town of Helpmekaar.  

You will pass Rorke’s Drift signs along the way – ignore them!  When you see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve 
sign and the Elandskraal sign on your left, turn left onto the dirt road.    Continue on this dirt road for 
approximately 14km.  Once you have passed a stone church and cemetery on your left, turn left to 
Rorke’s Drift.  If you pass a Zulu trading store on your right, you have GONE TOO FAR!

After approximately 6km, you will see the iSiBiNDi Eco Reserve sign on your left – a few metres 
further you will see a large black gate indicating the entrance on the right.  Press the buzzer and 
Reception will open the automatic gate for you.  Follow the dirt track all the way to the top of the 
“koppie” or hill, where you will see the parking area on your left.
